a. Library/ reading clubs 
b. Wildlife clubs 
c. Outdoor learning 
d. Visits to informal education sites 
4. Promote People’s Mental Health 
a. Walking groups in natural settings 
b. Engagement in outdoor conservation/ environmental activities
